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Overview

This document presents a Community Re-
lations Plan for the Camp Williams Military
Munitions Response Program (MMRP). The
MMRP is a an environmental investigation
and cleanup effort related to military muni-
tions that may be present in the areas sur-
rounding Camp Williams. These munitions,
if present, are associated with past military
training in the area.

1.1 Purpose of Community
Relations Plan

The purpose of this Community Relations
Plan is to:

* Provide background information about the
communities and areas involved in cleanup
and investigation;

* Foster open communication between the
army and residents living in communities
surrounding Camp Williams;

* Outline the specific measures the Utah
Army National Guard (UTNG) is going to
take to involve the public in the investiga-
tion of munitions in accordance with the
Military Munitions Response Program
(MMRP).

The UTNG believes that public involve-
ment is an important part in the cleanup
process. They are working to keep the public
informed and involved in this process. This
plan is formed around community concerns

that were gathered from personal interviews
conducted July 2009.

1.2 MMRP Compliance

In 2001 Congress created an addition to
the Defense Environmental Restoration Pro-
gram (DERP) by implementing the MMRP.
This program was created to address:

* Unexploded ordnance (UXO), discarded
military munitions (DMM), and munitions
constituents (MC) located on range lands
that are no longer operational.

Munitions response is a relatively recent
action for active installations like Camp
Williams. Until recently, the majority of
munitions response programs have been
implemented at installations that are in the
process of Base Realignment and Closure or
are formerly used defense sites.

The MMRP follows environmental cleanup
guidance given under the Comprehensive
Environmental Response Compensation and
Liability Act (CERCLA). All processes and
communication will be patterned after the
CERCLA process because it provides a good
framework for munitions cleanup.

1.3 CERCLA

The Comprehensive Environmental Re-
sponse Compensation and Liability Act, or
CERLA, was passed by Congress and signed
into law in 1980, amended in 1986, and has
become the primary law by which old hazard-
ous waste sites are investigated and cleaned
up. Commonly known as “Superfund,”
CERCLA created a pool of money that
would be used for cleanup at sites where no
responsible party could be found. This fund
was created by taxes levied on the chemical
and oil industries.

Today, CERCLA’s main purpose is not
to provide a financial resource for cleanup,
but to provide a pathway and process for
the cleanup efforts. CERCLA provides a
specific framework for conducting investiga-
tions, risk assessments, emergency removal
actions, cleanup, periodic reviews and sets
standards for closing sites when cleanup is
complete.

In addition, lawmakers understood the im-
portance of ensuring the public was involved
in the investigation and cleanup process.
CERCLA requires specific actions be taken
to ensure the public is adequately informed
and has an opportunity to have its voice
heard in the decision-making process.

In 1986, as part of the Superfund Amend-
ments and Reauthorization Act (SARA), the
Department of Defense created the Instal-
lation Restoration Program (IRP). This
program was designed to investigate and
cleanup hazardous waste sites on military
installations using CERCLA as its basis.
The MMRP is an extension of the IRE now
known as the Defense Environmental Re-
sponse Program (DERP).

2.1 Camp Williams
Operational History

Camp Williams, initially known as the
Jordan Narrows Military Target Range, was
created in 1914 when President Woodrow
Wilson allocated 18,700 acres of public land
for military training. The installation has
been developed significantly since its cre-
ation in 1914. Today there are 150 buildings
and training facilities on the 25,488 acres of
land that now comprise the installation.

Operation of the installation has changed
command throughout its history. The UTNG
has controlled operation from 1914 to pres-
ent with the exception of 1941-1944 and 1950-
1951 when Camp Williams became a main
training center for the Army. Even though
command of the installation has changed
through the years, training objectives have
remained the same. The installation’s mis-
sion is to:

* Provide quality training
* Provide quality facilities
* Be good environmental stewards

Camp Williams is one of the finest training
sites in the country. This is due in part to the
quality training that is available at the installa-
tion. Training includes:

* Small arms weapons firing ranges

* Artillery firing points

* Maneuver areas

* Specialized winter, desert, mountain, and
amphibious training

* Aviation training

Camp Williams is one of the largest train-
ing facilities in the western United States.
Training facilities at Camp Williams are used
by many organizations besides the UTNG.
Organizations include:

* Army

* Air Force

* Marine Corps

* FBI

* Local law enforcement agencies

Scouting and youth groups also take advan-
tage of the repelling and challenge courses
that are on site.

2.2 Previous
Investigations

The installation began participating in

the MMRP in 2003 and is the first federally
regulated investigative effort in which Camp
Williams has been involved. After taking an
inventory of closed, transferred, and trans-
ferring (CTT) sites, seven sites were identi-
fied for further investigation. In 2007, at the
conclusion of the historical records review
(HRR), it was decided that two of the seven
sites met the definition of an operable range

mance and cost of treatment technologies
being considered.

2.3.1 Artillery Impact Area
Buffer Zone

The Artillery Impact Area Buffer Zone is
located along the northwest boundary of the
installation. It is comprised of 677 acres and
is a portion of the buffer zone that extends
north of the installation boundary. The pur-
pose of this area is to provide a safe landing
area for mistargeted munitions. There is
potential for Munitions and Explosives of
Concern (MEC) and MC to be discovered at
this site based on findings of the SI.

Trails in this area are used for recreation
purposes, and there is also potential for
development on the eastern side of the buffer
zone. The city of Herriman and Hi-Country
II Estates are the closest residential areas to
the site.

2.3.2 Rose Canyon Training
Area

The Rose Canyon Training Area consists
of 2,387 acres of land as designated; however,
a larger area of interest consisting of 6,150
acres will be included in the RI. This land
was previously used by Camp Williams until
its transfer to private and governmental

parties in 1989. Training began in this area
in the 1930s and it was mainly used prior to
World War I1. There is no specific evidence
that reveals what type of training took place,
but the CTT report documents small-arms
and live-fire operations were conducted at
the site from the mid 1930s to 1989. The
Rose Canyon area did not have designated
firing ranges, but rather was used as a mili-
tary operational range for paratroopers and
light tactical training missions.

During the 2007 SI, no visual evidence
of artillery was found. Following the SI, a
property owner in the area found a 155mm
projectile just to the east of the munitions
response site. This confirmation shows the
potential for MEC and MC to be found dur-
ing the RI.

Residents of Herriman city and residents
of the unincorporated Salt Lake County
development called Hi-Country Estates 1T
live near this area of investigation. There are
also several trails in the Rose Canyon area
that are used for hiking, biking, and other
recreational activities. Additional residential
development near the Rose Canyon Training
Area may occur in the future.

2.3.3 Southeast Simulated
Attack Area

The Southeast Simulated Attack Area is
comprised of nine acres and was used for
training using simulated enemy fire. Bridge
building operations were staged and en-
emy fire was simulated from the banks of
the Jordan River. Because of the activities
performed at the site, the potential of small-
arms munitions exists. This area is very
near the Thanksgiving Point golf course and
business center, as well as a portion of the
residential areas in the city of Lehi.

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2.3.4 Wood Hollow Training
Area

The Wood Hollow Training Area consists
of 78 acres and is located on the northeast-
ern side of the installation. Like many of the
sites, the Wood Hollow Area doesn’t have a
documented training history. It is believed
that the majority of training in this area
occurred between 1930 and 1940. Differing
types of munitions are expected to be found
in this area. The Pointe South Gravel Compa-
ny is mining an area just to the east of Wood
Hollow. The cities of Herriman and Bluff-
dale are located to the north of the site.

2.3.5 MRSs Undergoing SIs

The Southeast Area and Southwest Area
MRSs are currently in the SI stage of the
MMRP investigative process. During this
stage, the site is investigated to determine
whether MEC, MC, or UXO are present.
The SI determines whether the site will
continue to the RI phase or have no further
action taken.

The Southeast Area MRS consists of a
20-acre parcel of land owned by the U.S.
Government and managed by the Bureau
of Land Management (BLM). It is located
near the southeast border of the installation
and was included in Operation Clean Sweep
‘91. The Southeast Area is surrounded by
privately owned land. A few residential areas
from the city of Saratoga Springs are closest
to this site.

The Southwest Area MRS is a privately
owned area consisting of a 40-acre land par-
cel. The parcel is bounded to the north and
the east by Camp William’s property and to
the west and south by privately owned farm-
land. The majority of the property is tilled,
open farmland, with the southeast corner of
the parcel consisting of juniper woodland.
The site has reportedly been cultivated for
agriculture since before World War 11, and
was included in Operation Clean Sweep ‘91.
The Southwest Area MRS is nearest the City
of Eagle Mountain. The Wasatch Wing and
Clay hunting establishment also owns a por-
tion of the land on the Southwest Area MRS.

Community Profile

3.1 Community Overview

Camp Williams is located approximately 26
miles south of Salt Lake City and is located
in both Salt Lake and Utah Counties. The
five cities that border the installation are:

* Herriman

* Bluffdale

* Lehi

* Saratoga Springs
* Eagle Mountain

In the past ten years these cities have
experienced a rapid population growth of 45
percent or more. Population growth is likely
to continue because there is undeveloped or
unincorporated land in or near these cit-
ies that could be developed into residential
areas.

Prior to the 1990’s development in these
cities was very sparse. In the late 1990’s
farmland was quickly utilized to build new
neighborhoods and commercial areas. The
composition of these new residential areas is
as follows:

* The majority of homes in these cities are
less than ten years old, significantly below
the state average;

* Home ownership is 90 percent or higher.
Nationally, 68 percent of people own their
home;

* Homes in these cities are worth more on
average than other homes in the state.
Homes in Salt Lake County are selling on
average for $279, 000, with Utah County
homes selling for $258,000. The state aver-
age is $254,000.

The demographics of the population in
these communities are as follows:

* Kducated — Compared to the national av-
erage of 27.5 percent, these cities have an
above average number of residents with
bachelors and masters degrees;

* Well paid — All cities have an average
income above the national average of
$45,000 with most having average incomes
of $60,000 or higher;

Significantly younger — The median age
is 26 years of age or younger, compared
to the Utah median age of 28.4 and the
national median age of 35.3;

* More persons per household — The median
number of people per household is 3.8 or
more, compared with the state median of
3.13 and the national median of 2.59.

3.1.1 Minority Populations

Obtaining accurate information on minor-
ity populations in the Camp Williams area is
difficult at present. Rapid population growth
in the communities surrounding Camp Wil-
liams has rendered minority population data
from the 2000 Census obsolete. However,

3.2.3 Eagle Mountain

Eagle Mountain is located directly west of
Saratoga Springs and south of Camp Wil-
liams. The city encompasses 48 square miles
giving it the third largest geographical area
of any city in the state. An additional 3,000
acres near the southern portion of the city
may be annexed in the future. Eagle Moun-
tain owns and operates its own utilities.

The current population is estimated at
23,000--a substantial increase from the 250
residents who lived in the city when it was
incorporated in 1996. At full capacity the city
could have as many as 200,000 residents.

Eagle Mountain is nearest the Southwest
Area MRS, which is a 40-acre site of private-
ly owned agricultural land.

3.2.4 Unincorporated Utah
County

A portion of land near the Southwest Area
MRS is located in unincorporated Utah
County. This area consists primarily of open
space with very few homes. The land is used
primarily for farming, or it remains open
space. A hunting establishment, owning 6,000
acres, is also located in this area.

3.3 Salt Lake County
Communities

The cities of Bluffdale, Herriman, and
Riverton are located in Salt Lake County on
the north side of Camp Williams. These cities
are discussed in detail below.

3.3.1 Bluffdale

Settled in the 1850’s, Bluffdale has the
smallest population of any city in Salt Lake
County. Bluffdale was incorporated in the
1970’s and has seen steady population growth
since that time. Like other cities in the area,
the population boom of the last ten years
caused the population to increase from 4,700
residents, as reported in the 2000 census, to
the current population of 8,200. According to
city officials, the city of Bluffdale intends to
maintain its rural community lifestyle even
as surrounding areas are being developed.

The Bluffdale fire station is one of the clos-
est to Camp Williams making Bluffdale a pri-
mary responder to fire and emergency calls.
This has given Bluffdale city a good working
relationship with the installation. Bluffdale
borders Camp Williams on the northeast
side. The area of investigation nearest to
Bluffdale is the Wood Hollow Training Area
MRS. This area consists of 78 acres.

3.3.2 Herriman

Like the other cities in the area, Herriman
was settled in the 1850’s and has been a rural
farming community for many years. Herri-
man officially became a city in 1999, and since
that time has annexed multiple parcels of
land. The largest annexation was finalized in
2008, when Herriman city annexed approxi-
mately 4,000 acres of land near its southeast
border that previously belonged to the city of
Bluffdale. This annexed land borders Camp
Williams.

In the 2000 census Herriman was reported
to have a population of 1,523. Since that time,
the population has skyrocketed to the cur-
rent population of 21,500. From 2006 to 2007
Herriman was the third fastest growing city
in Utah. Previously undeveloped land has
been used to create new subdivisions and
commercial areas, causing development to
grow closer to the Camp Williams boundary.
The city has a build-out capacity of 75,000
residents.

Herriman is located near the northern
border of Camp Williams, and the following
MRSs are located near Herriman:

10
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* Rose Canyon Training Area. This area
consists of a 2,387-acre land parcel that
has been privately owned since 1989.

* Artillery Impact Area Buffer Zone. This
area consists of 677 acres of land.

» Wood Hollow. This area is comprised of 78
acres of land near the southeast border of
Herriman city.

3.3.3 Riverton

The city of Riverton is located north of
Herriman and Bluffdale. While not directly
affected by any of the areas of concern,
Riverton is located in close proximity to
Bluffdale and Herriman. Residents living in
the extreme southern portion of Riverton
(south of 13400 S) will be included in general
mass mailings for the restoration advisory
board and for inclusion on the project mail-
ing list. At this point, the city of Riverton has
expressed little or no interest in involvement
with the Camp Williams MMRP.

3.3.4 Unincorporated Salt
Lake County

A portion of unincorporated Salt Lake
County land is located near the Rose Canyon
Training Area and Artillery Impact Buffer
Zone MRSs. The Hi-Country Estates 11
housing development is located to the south-
west of Herriman city near the Rose Canyon
Training Area and acts as a separate entity
with a Board of Directors that governs the
community. Approximately 160 homes belong
to the community, which supplies its own wa-
ter to residents, and consists of 176 current
water connections. According to parcel maps,
the area is approximately one-third occupied.

3.4 Recreational Use

Land located near the Camp Williams
boundary is subject to recreational motor-
cycle and ATV use, horseback riding, hiking,
biking, snowmobiling, and hunting. Because
there is no fence or other physical barrier
along the Camp Williams boundary, recre-
ational land users may stray onto the instal-
lation.

Many residents of the Herriman area use
Yellow Fork Canyon and Water Canyon,

both of which are located in the Rose Can-
yon area. While there are a few signs posted
along the installation boundary, civilians

are able to walk onto the installation, if they
desire.

Community Involvement

4.1 Previous Community
Outreach Efforts by Camp
Williams

Previous community outreach at Camp
Williams has consisted of responding to the
following:

* Noise complaints
» Wildfires
* Low flying aircraft

Representatives from Camp Williams
make an effort to meet with neighboring
cities at least twice a year. During these
meetings, dates of upcoming training exer-
cises are given to the mayors and city council
members. This is also an opportunity for city
officials to voice any concerns they or resi-
dents have related to Camp Williams.

The housing boom of the last ten years has
made it necessary for Camp Williams to be
proactive in its community outreach efforts.
Previously, the populations of the communi-
ties surrounding the installation were small,
so training exercises and the occasional fires
that occurred as a result of the training
didn’t affect as many people. Camp Williams
tries to keep residents informed by posting
training dates in local newspapers and city
newsletters and also by posting signs on the
highway. Periodically, public artillery demon-
strations are held at the installation. These

demonstrations allow the public to:
* See the artillery training first hand

* Gain an understanding of the importance
of artillery training to UTNG mission

* Foster a positive relationship with Camp
Williams

Camp Williams does its best to be a good
neighbor, and takes complaints from sur-
rounding residents very seriously.

Because the MMRP is the first large-scale
cleanup effort in which Camp Williams or the
UTNG has been involved, more community
outreach and contact with community mem-
bers will be required. To gain a better under-
standing of community attitudes and con-
cerns related to Camp Williams, interviews
were conducted within each community. A
discussion of the interviews and community
concerns are included in the next section.

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Community Concerns

5.1 General Community
Concerns

The primary objective of the Community
Relations Plan is to outline a method and
course to effectively communicate with the
public, to ensure stakeholders are able to
effectively provide input to the MMRP and
to address community concerns about the
MMRP effort.

To effectively address community concerns,
however, one must understand what those
concerns are. Because there is a broad spec-
trum of stakeholders associated with Camp
Williams, it is important to understand that
the “community” as whole is really many
distinct entities, each with its own set of con-
cerns. To capture the breadth of concerns, 16
interviews were conducted—some with local
government officials and some with property
owners. While there was a commonality to
many of the concerns, some are specific. The
concerns are outlined in this section.

Concerns within the communities sur-
rounding Camp Williams depend on two
main issues:

* Proximity to the MRS
e Number of residents affected

This section will outline the specific con-
cerns of the affected communities. Based on
the community interviews conducted, the fol-
lowing specific concerns have been identified:

* Being informed of schedule and progress
during investigation

* Recreational safety

* Removal and/or disposal of discovered
munitions

 Additional traffic in investigation areas
» Water supply protection

* Any actions or discoveries that would
restrict development

e Preservation of natural resources

5.2 Specific Community
Concerns

5.2.1 Being informed

All persons interviewed indicated that they
would like to be kept informed of the sched-
ule and progress of investigation and cleanup
of MRSs. A project point of contact was
requested so specific concerns and questions
can be directed to the appropriate person.
City officials indicated that city newsletters
could be utilized to disseminate information
to community members.

5.2.2 Recreational Safety

Many areas surrounding Camp Williams
are used for recreational activities. Com-
munity members related that recreation
areas, especially those on the northern side
of the installation are used frequently. Many

residents living on the northern side use Yel-
low Fork Canyon and Water Canyon, both of
which are located in the Rose Canyon area.
Because there is no physical boundary on
this side of the installation, such as a fence,
community members may stray onto Camp
William’s property unknowingly and be
exposed to munitions. This is an important
point because the MMRP does not investi-
gate or cleanup areas on the installation.

5.2.3 Removal and/or disposal
of discovered munitions

Concern was expressed concerning the
processes of removing or disposing of any
munitions discovered during the investiga-
tion. In the past, muntions have either been
detonated in place, or they have been re-
moved for detonation elsewhere. Community
members would like to be informed about the
following:

* Munitions discovery
* Planned removal or disposal of munitions

Salt Lake County was especially interested
in being informed about munitions discov-
ery. In the past, the Unified Fire Authority’s
bomb squad has responded to munitions
discoveries and would like to be involved if
additional munitions are discovered.

5.2.4 Traffic near MRS

If a large number of vehicles are used dur-
ing investigation, community members would
be concerned about congestion in areas
near the MRS. Increased vehicle use near
the Southwest Area MRS could cause some
problems for the hunting establishment,
Wasatch Wing and Clay.

5.2.5 Water

Disruption of water flow would cause
concern for residents near the Rose Canyon
Area. Water is used for irrigation and farm-
ing. Some stakeholders also expressed con-
cern that surface water not become contami-
nated due to any actions taken at the MRSs.

5.2.6 Development

Discovery of munitions could impede
development for landowners. However, some

community members felt that the investiga-
tion would actually make development near
MRSs safer.

5.2.7 Natural Resources

Damaging natural resources such as brush
and groundcover would cause concern for
some property owners. If excavation or other
land disturbance is necessary in any of the
MRS, property owners would like to be noti-
fied beforehand.

Areas like Rose Can-
yon are popular for

recreation.

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Community Relations Program

6.0 Objectives of the Com-
munity Relations Program

This Community Relations Plan is de-
signed to meet the public communications
needs of the UTNG and Camp Williams as it
executes the MMRP The actions outlined are
intended to serve the following purposes:

* Disseminate information to the public re-
garding the MMRP in a proactive, timely,
convenient and easily understood manner

* Provide opportunities for face-to-face
interaction with the public to allow people
to ask questions and express concerns

e Allow the public multiple methods of
providing meaningful feedback to Camp
Williams

* Foster a sense of partnership and trust
between the communities and Camp
Williams as MMRP investigations and
cleanup progress.

The community relations program is
overseen by the MMRP Program Manager,
who is responsible for all MMRP activities
at Camp Williams. The Public Affairs Officer
(PAO) coordinates community relations activ-
ities with the MMRP director, other MMRP
team members, and contractor support
staff, as required. The community relations
program is executed by Concordia Commu-
nications, Inc., a subcontractor to Parsons,
the contractor responsible for executing the

Elements of the plan are derived from
information obtained from interviews with
various community leaders and stakeholders
in July 2009. This section provides an over-
view of the various activities that will com-
prise Camp Williams’ MMRP Community
Relations Program.

6.1 Required Actions

A number of specific community relations
actions are required by the MMRP under
CERCLA. (See page 21 for a list of required
actions under CERLCA.) The intent of these
actions is to provide the public with the
information they need to provide meaning-
ful feedback through the investigation and
cleanup process. However, merely executing
the required cleanup actions provides only
minimal opportunities for feedback from the
community. Therefore, in addition to com-
plying with all required actions, this plan
outlines a number of additional activities
that will enhance the community’s ability to
provide meaningful feedback throughout the
investigation and cleanup process.

6.2 Restoration Advisory
Board (RAB)

An integral part of Camp Williams’ Com-
munity Relations Program is the RAB. The
RAB meets the CERCLA requirement for a
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Technical Review Committee.

This board will consist of community
members, city and county officials and other
stakeholders. The purpose of the RAB is
to provide a forum through which informa-
tion about the MMRP can be provided to
the RAB members, who, in turn, provide
feedback and community concerns to Camp
Williams. The RAB will have two co-chairs,
an Installation Co-chair and a Community
Co-chair. The Community Co-chair will be
selected by the RAB from the RAB’s commu-
nity members.

6.2.1 RAB Formation

The RAB will consist of various stakehold-
ers from government special interest groups
and the general public. Members will be
selected as follows:

* The UTNG will appoint an individual to
represent the UTNG’s interests on the
RAB. This person will serve as the Instal-
lation Co-Chair.

As the primary regulatory agency, the
Utah Department of Environmental Qual-
ity will be asked to provide a representa-
tive to the RAB.

City Representatives - Each city in the
affected area will be asked to appoint a
representative to serve on the RAB. They
will represent the interests of the city gov-
ernment on the board. The cities include
Herriman, Bluffdale, Lehi, Eagle Moun-
tain and Saratoga Springs.

County Representatives - Salt Lake
County will be asked to appoint a rep-
resentative to the RAB. Utah County
declined an invitation for representation
on the RAB.

Other entities - Hi-Country Estates 11,

a homeowners association located west

of Herriman and adjacent to the Camp
Williams boundary and Rose Canyon will
be asked to provide a representative on
the RAB. Wasatch Wing and Clay, a sport
hunting operation located along the south-
west boundary of Camp Williams, has also
requested to be represented on the board.

* Community Representatives - Members
will be solicited from both the Utah and

Salt Lake county sides of Camp Williams
in the following manner:

* Applications will be sent out through
the mail and will be complemented by
newspaper articles and advertisements
describing the RAB, its purpose, and
role in the MMRP.

The mailing area will be north of SR-73
in Utah County to 13400 South in Salt
Lake County and west of Interstate 15.

Once the applications are received, they
will be sorted and provided to selection
committees. These selection committees
will consist of the city councils of each
affected community. They will select a
primary and an alternate candidate.

Once selected, the primary candidate
will be notified and if he or she accepts
the appointment, he or she will join the
RAB.

If the primary candidate declines the
selection, the alternate will be selected.
If neither accepts the selection, the city
councils will be asked to select another
primary and alternate.

6.2.2 RAB Operation

Once formed, the RAB will meet to orga-
nize itself. A Community Co-chair will be
selected and the RAB will then go about
drafting its mission statement and operat-
ing procedures, which will allow the RAB to
govern itself for the duration of the MMRP
effort.

RAB meetings will be open to the public.
RAB meeting dates, times and locations will
be publicized with display ads in the Deseret
News and Salt Lake Tribune. Agendas and
other meeting materials will be mailed out
to RAB members and alternates prior to the
meeting. Agendas and minutes will also be
posted on the RAB’s Web site (see Section
6.5 for more details).

6.3 Community Meetings

Many military installations err in believing
the RAB constitutes the bulk of the Commu-
nity Relations Program, and thereby ignore
other aspects of good community relations.
The RAB is just one of many ways in which

the installation interacts with the various
stakeholders. Another very effective way to
interface with the public is to hold periodic
community meetings. Community meetings
serve several purposes. First, they provide
a way to get information to the public and

to hear their concerns. Second, it prevents
the RAB from becoming the focal point of all
community concerns, which allows the RAB
to have more productive meetings.

6.3.1 Frequency and Format

The UTNG will at hold at least one com-
munity meeting per year at a location to be
determined. This meeting will be an informal
public gathering that allow visitors to speak
face-to-face with UTNG and MMRP officials.
Usually there will be no formal presentation
and people are allowed to come and go as
they please. Poster stations are the primary
medium used to present information. UTNG
MMRP staff and contractors will be present
to answer questions and listen to concerns.
Additional meetings may be held if circum-
stances warrant them.

6.3.2 Collecting Required
Public Comment

Community meetings using the same basic
format will also be held when the documents
are released for public comment and a public
meeting is required. At the public meeting,
citizens are provided a number of ways to

submit their comments for the official record.

For example, comment forms are available
for submittal at the meeting or for mailing in
at a later date. For oral comments, a tran-
scriptionist is provided for people who wish
to speak their comments rather than write
them down.

6.4 Information
Repository

The information repository is open to
the public, and interested citizens will be
directed there to obtain specific information
regarding the MMRP.

6.5 RAB Web Site

6.5.1 Content

The Camp Williams RAB will have its own
Web site located at www.campwilliamsrab.
org. The Web site has several functions. The
primary function is to be an information
portal to the public about the MMRP and the
RAB’s activities associated with the cleanup.
The site will include newsletters, fact sheets,
site maps, RAB agendas and meeting min-
utes, contact information for RAB members
and other information useful to the RAB and
the public.

6.5.2 RAB Management
Function

The RAB Web site will also be used to help
manage the functions of the RAB by acting
as an information conduit for RAB mem-
bers. Each RAB member will have their own
campwilliamsrab.org email address. This
address will be automatically forwarded to
the personal email address of their choos-
ing. This will allow the RAB members to
maintain their privacy, yet remain acces-
sible to members of the public who may wish
to contact them. Other RAB management
functions include posting upcoming RAB
activities, such as training sessions and tours,
posting documents and other information for
RAB member review and posting draft RAB
minutes for review.

6.6 Newsletter

A newsletter will be published quarterly
updating residents on the progress of the
MMRRP This will be sent out to those on the

mailing list and will be posted on the RAB
Web site.

6.7 Fact Sheets

Fact Sheets are often used to disseminate
information required by CERCLA and
the MMRP For example, when a Remedial
Investigation report is released, a fact sheet
is created to summarize the findings of the
report in a user-friendly format.

Fact sheets will also be produced to de-
seribe specific issues or events. For example,
fact sheets will be produced to describe the
MMRE each of the MMRP sites, the RAB
and other parts of the program as needed.
Fact Sheets will be reviewed and updated an-
nually. When the information in a fact sheet
applies to a large number of people, these
fact sheets will be mailed out to residents.
For more specific subjects, the fact sheets
are distributed as needed. All fact sheets will
be placed in the administrative record and
will be available for download on the RAB
Web site.

6.8 City Council Updates

As learned in the community interviews
leading up to this plan, each city has a keen
interest in the MMRP The cities and other
local government entities, such as Salt Lake
County, requested regular updates on the
MMRP’s progress. Updates will be done in
the following manner:

A UTNG representative will give an update
briefing to each entity at least annually.

Updates will be held during an open council
meeting, or at the council’s work meeting.

Additional updates, where appropriate
or requested, may be provided to planning
commissions or other entities to discuss the
effects of the investigations and cleanup
program on other city actions, including new
development.

6.9 News Releases/
Media Advisories

The UTNG will notify the news media of
upcoming community meetings, public com-
ment periods, city council briefings and other

newsworthy events. These notices are cre-
ated by the community involvement contrac-
tor in conjunction with the PAQ, coordinated
through the MMRP Program office and
released through the UTNG Public Affairs
office by the PAO. In keeping with Depart-
ment of Defense policy, all public releases
and media interactions will be coordinated
and managed by the PAO.

6.10 Advertisements

The UTNG will use paid advertisements to
announce upcoming RAB meetings, public
comment periods, community meetings and
other public forums. All advertisements are
run as display ads in the news sections of
the Deseret News and Salt Lake Tribune. In
some cases, newspaper advertisements are
used to fulfill CERCLA requirements for
public notification.

6.11 Mailing List/Direct
Mailings

As required by CERCLA, the UTNG will
maintain a mailing list of interested citizens
and stakeholders. As this plan marks the be-
ginning of community relations activities for
the Camp Williams MMRE the mailing list is
being compiled. Once compiled, the mailing
list will be used in many different ways. For
example, in some instances it may be appro-
priate to send information to a specific area.
For other things, such as a newsletter, the
entire mailing list will be used. For topics of
broader interest, such as announcing an up-
coming community meeting, the mailing will
be sent to everyone in a predetermined area.

6.11.1 Creating the Mailing
List

Since this is the first community relations
effort related to the MMRP at Camp Wil-

liams, a mailing list must be created. This
will be done in the following manner:

A postcard briefly describing the MMRP
will be sent to each resident in the geograph-
ic area of interest.

Recipients will be asked to respond via
email, through the RAB Web site or by phone
to be added to the mailing list.
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To reduce the amount of paper used in
publications and notifications, an e-mail list
will be created by asking the recipients to
indicate if they would like to receive informa-
tion electronically.

This process will be repeated each year to
capture address changes and new move-ins.

6.11.2 Maintaining the Mailing
List

The UTNG will take every opportunity
to add people to the mailing list. Attendees
at RAB meetings and community meetings
will be routinely added to the mailing list. In
addition, any survey given to the community
always has a question asking if that person
would like to be added to the mailing list.
Visitors to the Web site will be asked if they
would like to be added to the mailing list.

6.12 Community
Involvement Schedule

The table below includes a list of the events
outlined in the Community Relations Pro-
gram section and the suggested frequency
at which they should be conducted during
the year. It is at the discretion of the MMRP
Manager to determine the specific times and

locations for the events. The needs of the
community and the recommendations of the
RAB will be considered in making decisions
regarding the date and location of specific
activities.

The Appendix includes a 12-month sched-
ule of Community Relations activities, which
will serve as a guideline for MMRP com-
munity relations planners. The schedule will
be updated quarterly and may be modified
as needed. An updated schedule will also be
made available on the RAB Web site.

Comprehensive Environmen-
tal Response, Compensation,
and Liability Act (CERCLA)

Also known as Superfund. Originally
signed into law by President Jimmy Carter
on Deec. 11, 1980, the Act was amended and
reauthorized in 1986. CERCLA provides
the legal framework for clean up of hazard-
ous waste sites. Costs for the cleanup are
charged to those parties responsible for
the pollution. Where no responsible party
can be found, cleanup is paid for by tax
revenues collected from the petrochemi-
cal industry. The Installation Restoration
Program is the Department of Defense’s
cleanup regulation, which is based mainly
on CERCLA. The MMRP is utilizing CER-
CLA processes in its cleanup.

Defense Environmental Res-
toration Program (DERP)

The Department of Defense funding
program for the Installation Restoration
Program. The money comes out of the De-
fense Environmental Restoration Account
(DERA), which is taken from the annual
defense budget.

Discarded Military Munitions
(DMM)

Military munitions that have been aban-
doned without proper disposal or removed
from storage in a military magazine or
other storage area for the purpose of dis-
posal. The term does not include unexplod-
ed ordnance (UXO), military munitions that
are being held for future use or planned
disposal, or military munitions that have
been properly disposed of consistent with
applicable environmental laws and regula-
tions.

Formerly Used Defense Site
(FUDS)

A DoD program that focuses on compliance
and cleanup efforts at sites that were for-
merly used by the DoD. A FUDS property is
eligible for the Military Munitions Response
Program if the release occurred prior to Oc-
tober 17, 1986; the property was transferred
from DoD control prior to October 17, 1986;
and the property or project meets other
FUDS eligibility criteria.

Munitions constituents (MC)

Any materials originating from unexploded
ordnance, DMM, or other military munitions,
including explosive and non-explosive materi-
als, and emission, degradation, or breakdown
elements of such ordnance or munitions.

Munitions and explosives of
concern (MEC)

This distinguishes specific categories of
military munitions that may pose unique ex-
plosives safety risks, means unexploded ord-
nance, DMM, or munitions constituents (e.g.,
Trinitrotoluene [TNT] or Cyclotrimethylene-
trinitramine [RDX]) present in high enough
concentrations to pose an explosive hazard.

Superfund Amendments and
Reauthorization Act (SARA)

The amendments clarified many public par-
ticipation questions and made federal facili-
ties accountable under the statute.

Unexploded ordnance (UXO)

Military munitions that have been primed,
fused, armed, or otherwise prepared for
action; have been fired, dropped, launched,
projected, or placed in such a manner as to
constitute a hazard to operations, installa-
tions, personnel, or material; and remain
unexploded either by malfunction, design, or
any other cause.
